Best times to play at Pit Farm as a junior during the Summer
As a junior tennis member, outside of organised tennis sessions (for example Tuesday and Thursday 6p.m.-9 p.m.; Saturday and Sunday afternoon between 2p.m. and 6p.m.) you have exactly the same rights to use the courts as adult members.  We would like to see more juniors playing at the club, outside of the junior coaching sessions and squads.  

Good times to play, when the courts are likely to be free

Tuesday and Thursday afternoons after school up until 6p.m.    It is commonplace for at least 4 courts to be freely available and this is the ideal time for you to make more out of your junior tennis membership. 

Friday after 6p.m.  The adults tend to play more in the evenings – Monday to Thursday.   On Fridays from 6-7p.m. it is quite common for at least three courts to be available.  Monday and Wednesday after 6p.m. are busier, but you may be able to get the odd court on these days.  Juniors (except elite squad or selected “A” squad juniors) cannot play after 6p.m. on Tuesdays or Thursdays. 

During school holidays, Monday to Friday afternoons can be very quiet with courts pretty much always being available.  Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings are busier with adult play, but this does not mean that you cannot play during these times.  If you want to play in the mornings during school holidays – Tuesday and Thursday mornings tend to be quieter

Weekends:  Paul uses three courts between 9-1:30 for junior squads.  The other courts can be used by matches or adults during this time, so it can be busy.  Although all 6 courts are reserved for adults, Elite squad juniors and selected “A” squad juniors between 2p.m. and 6p.m. – courts can start to become available from 4:30 to 5.00p.m. on both Saturdays and Sundays.  If you would like to play after that time, come up to the veranda and ask the person in charge (either Derek, Nicky or Sally) whether you can have a court when one becomes available.  After 6p.m. on Saturdays and Sundays – you don’t have to ask – just book a court and go on and play.  Saturday and Sunday evenings are typically very quiet.  If you need to play matches through Tennis Goat, for example, and cannot arrange the match at any time other than a weekend afternoon– please contact Derek or Nicki Seys well in advance (at least 7 days) to ask their permission to play a match.  Please note that these matches should not commence prior to 4p.m.

Booking a Court

You are (like all other members) only allowed to book a court for 1 hour.  If no one else wants to use the court after an hour, you can keep on playing.  However if it is busy, you will need to be prepared to move off the court to allow others on.  To book a court, use the white board on the veranda to the club house.  You can book a court on the day by writing your name on the court for the appropriate time.  After you have finished playing, please rub your name off.  It is also allowable to book the evening before you want to play (but only after 9p.m.).  The only exceptions to booking either on the day or the evening before after 9p.m. is for official matches.  For these you can book a week in advance.  Write up the details of the match (your name, the match, court and time) on the top of the same white board.  Bear in mind that you cannot book a match at times reserved for adults or junior coaching.
