How to Get an LTA Rating
1. Go to www.lta.org.uk/Members/Join
2. Follow the sign-up procedure for British Tennis (dependent upon your age), and checking the box that says ‘Issue me with a rating’
3. You will then be a British Tennis Member with an LTA player rating.

How the Ratings System Works for Juniors:

· The ratings system starts at 10.2 and then goes down to 10.1, 9.2, 9.1, 8.2… until it reaches 1.1 which is the best possible rating;

· Ratings can be changed based on qualifying wins and losses from results against other rated players and ratings for juniors can only improve and cannot get worse;

· A qualifying win is a win against a player rated the same or better ( the same or lower on the number scale);

· A qualifying loss is a loss against a player rated worse than you (i.e. higher on the number scale).
Which Results count for Ratings Purposes? 

· LTA Tournament results which are automatically sent to the LTA;
· For non-LTA tournaments, it is the responsibility of the organiser to send in results, but for these to count, the competition must be officially approved by the LTA;   
· Friendly, ad-hoc matches do NOT count for ratings purposes.
For players rated 10.2, 10.1, 9.2 and 9.1:
· 4 qualifying wins are required in an unlimited time period in order to improve the rating by one level;
· The results will have to be recorded with the LTA or sent in to them in order for the matches to count.
For players rated 8.2 or better:
· 6 qualifying wins have to be achieved whilst meeting a 60% win/loss percentage (total qualifying wins/ total qualifying matches played) out of all qualifying matches that are played;

· This has to be achieved within a 6 month time period, called a RATINGS RUN;
· Ratings runs are also divided into 3 month periods, at the end of which, ratings will improve if the criteria have already been met at this stage.  Matches from the first 3 months of a ratings run are always included again at the end of the ratings run.
